Ill. REQUIREMENTS
Each participating schoollunit is required to submit a duly accomplished Official Entry Form to the Provinclal Tourism
Operations Office on or before March 19, 2026 (Thursday), at exactly 5:00 PM. Late submissions shall not be accepted.

Schools from outside the province may submit thelr entry forms online; however, they are still required to submit hard copies of the entry
form and all supporting documents via mail or courier.

Participating schools must likewise submit a List of Participants, duly cerlified by the School Head, confirming that all student-participants
are bona fide students currently enrolled for School Year 2025-2026.

STREET PARADE GUIDELINES FOR CAT AND MARCHING PERCUSSION BAND

All competing CAT units and Marching Percussion Bands/DLC are required to participate in the street parade. Failure
to participate will render the unit ineligible for the drill competition.

The ASSEMBLY AREA will be at the from 0630H fo 0700H. START OF THE PARADE:

The Corps Commander and Staff will lead their respective units, followed by the Majorettes, Musicians, and the Model Company.
(NO COLOR GUARDS IN THE PARADE).

Individuals escorting your unit (6 per platoon, including Majorettes/Band/DBC) are STRICTLY PROHIBITED from entering or
passing through the competition area. An automatic FIVE (5) POINT DEDUCTION SHALL BE APPLIED TO THE TOTAL
SCORE FOR NON-COMPLIANCE.

. CAT Facilitators/Instructors/Majoreltes/DBC/DLC Trainers are allowed lo stay inside the designated competing area only when

their unit is passing the reviewing stand. Failure to move out immediately with their unit will result in a FIVE (5) POINT
DEDUCTION for the entlire contingent.

. ACTUAL PRACTICE AT THE REVIEWING STAND IS NOT ALLOWED, to avoid DISQUALIFICATION.
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7. UNIFORM: Gala, Fatigue, or other uniforms authorized by DepEdIPTCA/Schools/AFP. UnifO(ms are NOT !ncluded inthe crilerja
for judging. Trainers should also wear uniforms of similar attire, especially when accompanying the participants (one color shirl

is acceptable).

10. During lhe slreet parade, FANCY EXECUTIONS of any kind will nol be toleraled at the reviewing stand. An automalic FIVE (5)
POINT DEDUCTION SHALL BE APPLIED TO THE TOTAL SCORE OF BEST MARCHING UNIT CRITERIA FOR NON-
COMPLIANCE.

11, Atter the competing unit has passed through the reviewing stand, the Band/DBC/DLC Corps must immediatgly exil without delay
and without any music. However, the Band/DBC s allowed to give an exit whistle command but not establish cadence.

12. Al participaling unils are requested lo adhere fo the ORDER OF PARADE for proper identification.

13. The carriage of rifles should be in the 11 o'clock position, and the swinging of arms should be at 60/30 degrees.

14. Due to limiled space, only officials and guests with AUTHORIZED PASSES will be allowed to occupy the reviewing stand.

15, Late participants in the assembly area will recelve an automalic TEN (10) POINT DEDUCTION ON THEIR FINAL SCORES for
BEST MARCHING and BEST IN PARADE. :

16. AFP Rules and Regulations, including the New Drill Regulations (NDR) and the CAT Manual by Col. Baclagon, shall be striclly
observed.

17. Units without a band may request accompaniment from another compeling unit, . )

23. Striclly NO STOPPING for any exhibition in front of the reviewing stand, as it will disrupt the parade. An automatic 5 POINT

5. No substitution of participants to avold disqualification,

6. Pounding/Bagging of Rifles are allowed during the FANCY DRILL PORTION.

9. No acrobatic stunts of any kind Is allowed during the Dance Portion.
